
d64koala – Exchange special characters of koala file format 

About 
Files in the koala file format usually start with an inverted spade. Other programs than Koala Paint often have 

problems to open such files. Koala Paint itself can’t open files without an inverted spade. This program solves both 

problems. It replaces each inverted spade at the beginning of a line with a question mark, and vice versa. 

Examples 
d64koala.exe source.d64 destination.d64 

  

Usage 
d64koala is a windows command line tool and can therefore be used within cmd as follows: 

Replaces the inverted spade with ? and vice versa. (Version: 0.9) 

 

d64koala [-koala|-std] <d64 src> <d64 dest> 

 

<d64 src> ... Source file. 

<d64 dest> .. Destination file. 

-koala .. Change to koala format 

-std .... Change to easier readable non koala format 

          Toggle between the two characters if no option given 

 

Always provide the full file name including extension .d64
